IMPORTANT UPDATE 

Effective Immediately 
 

 
Whereas the constitutionality of the Sign Code has been called into question 
in the cause of action styled RTM Media, L.L.C. v. City of Houston, CA No. 
07-02944, pending in the United States District Court for the Southern 
District of Texas and whereas the City Council desires to modify the 
application of the Sign Code during the pendency of said lawsuit, while 
reaffirming the City’s commitment to the purpose and goals of said Code. 
 
City Council passed an ordinance 2007-1197, October 31, 2007, which 
reaffirms the prohibition of new off-premise signs.  The ordinance also 
removes the exception previously given to non-profit groups or non-
commercial signs as previously defined in 4619(c).  All signs, regardless of 
their use (commercial or non-commercial, on-premise or off-premise) are 
required to comply with all aspects of Chapter 46 of the Building Code also 
known as the Sign Code.
