3. THE TOP OF THE BARRIER PANELS MUST BE SIGHTLY ABOVE GRADE
(NEVER BELOW GRADE).

4. POSITION BARRIER PANELS VERTICALLY WITH TOP AGAINST THE STRUCTURE
TO BE PROTECTED.

5. SEE LANDSCAPE SITE PLAN TO DETERMINE TREES THAT REQUIRE BARRIER PANEL.

6. KEEP THE BARRIERTOP EDGE AT LEAST 1/2" ABOVE GRADE.
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
