     not enter or pass through pipe.

6.  Thoroughly cleaned and dried interior of pipe & fittings of foreign matter before installation.

     Kept interior clean until work had been accepted.  Kept joint contact surfaces clean until 

     joining was completed.

7.  Left no debris, tools, clothing or other materials in pipe.

8.  Before installation, inspected each pipe and fitting for defects. Rejected defective, damaged 

     or unsound pipe and fittings & removed them from site.

9.  After all pipe laying and joining operations are completed, cleaned inside of pipe and 

     removed all debris, and inspected thoroughly.
